SUBJECT: August 2010 Meeting
ITEMS OF INTEREST TO NAVIGATION

1.  LOCK CLOSURES AND DELAYS 
The Pittsburgh District Repair Fleet is currently working in the small chamber at Braddock L/D, Mon River from 2 August 2010 through 3 September 2010.  There will be slight delays to navigation.
The Pittsburgh District Repair Fleet will be dewatering the only chamber at Lock #2 Allegheny River.  There will be a complete closure of Lock #2 Allegheny River from 13 September 2010 through 27 September 2010 to complete gate seal and miter sill work.  Navigation will be suspended.
The Pittsburgh District Repair Fleet will be closing the 1200’ chamber at Pike Island L/D from 12 October 2010 through 3 December 2010.  All four 1200’ chamber gates will be replaced at this time.

There will be a moderate delay to navigation.  The self help program will be in effect for this closure.  The Corps will have winches installed to assist, only if no helper boats are available.

3.  OTHER ITEMS OF INTEREST 
Walsh Construction, Contractor for Pennsylvania Turnpike will be constructing a four-lane concrete box girder bridge supported by two river piers constructed from causeways, over the Monongahela River at about Mile 59.1 near Denbo (Vesta No. 6), Washington County, Pennsylvania.  Navigational clearance during construction will be about 345 feet.  The work will be performed from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday beginning Monday, March 2, 2009 and ending February 7, 2011.  During this work, the M/V Okan Express provided by Ed McGavin would move the 40-foot x 50-foot, 7-foot draft Shugart Barge floating plant mounting a Reed SK 35 truck-mounted drill rig. The plant will include an 18-foot Skiff boat for safety.

WEATHER RECAP

There was no widespread rain across the region during July and rises on the major rivers were generally two feet or less.  Thunderstorm rains did produce flash flooding on both the 9th and 13th of July in Western Pennsylvania and in northern West Virginia.   

Temperatures were above normal. In the major river basins rainfall for the month averaged 2.75 – 3.25 inches in the Monongahela and  Ohio River basins or about 1.25 -1.50 inches below normal. Rainfall averaged about 4.25 inches in the Allegheny River basin which is near normal. 

At the Pittsburgh International Airport monthly precipitation was 2.86 inches, which is 1.10 inches below normal. Temperature averaged 2.9 degrees per day above normal. 

For the first 10 days of August temperatures were 2.8 degrees/day above normal and rainfall was 0.23 of an inch which is 0.87 of an inch below normal.  Rainfall for the year is 23.48 inches or 0.75 of an inch below normal. 
RIVER FLOWS

Without any widespread rainfall rises on the major rivers were two feet or less in July. The monthly average stream flow was near normal throughout the region. However, by the end of the month heavier rains were producing above normal 7 day average flows in the upper Allegheny River while 7 day average flows had dropped below normal in the Cheat River. 

HIGH WATER POTENTIAL

The high water potential is normal. Flows are currently 100-150% of normal on the Allegheny River 75-90% of normal on the Monongahela, and near normal on the Ohio River.  Rainfall of 2.5 – 3.0 inches in 6-12 hours is needed to bring rivers to bank full.

Thursday…60% chance of thunderstorms. High near 90

Saturday…Partly sunny. High in the upper 80s.

Tuesday…Partly sunny. High in the mid 80s.  

8-14 Day Outlook…above normal temperature and rainfall.

Aug Outlook...above normal temperature and near normal rainfall.
Sep-Oct-Nov Outlook…above normal temperature and near normal rainfall.
