Navigation Committee Report

June 2, 2010

USCG Security Zone established as follows:

A security zone was established for the Monongahela River Mile Marker 0.8 to Mile Marker 1.2 and from Mile Marker 0.0 to 0.4.  from 1200 to 1600 to allow for the President’s visit to CMU.
Ohio Valley Stakeholder Meeting:

A stakeholder meeting on the Upper Ohio Study was held to discuss the option in regards to Emsworth, Montgomery, and Dashields.

One Call System was activated:

To advise industry that the National Weather Service had issued a severe thunderstorm, as well as, tornado warning for the Pittsburgh District...specifically New Cumberland, Toronto, and Wellsville.  Wind gusts were expected to range from 70 to 90 mph.  All those in the vicinity were asked to take all necessary precautions, notify all personnel, vessels, and fleets.
June 4, 2010:

Public Notice 10-31 Issued Ohio River Mile 74.2:

Proposal to construct commercial recreational boat docks in an “L” shaped configuration.  Please refer to Public Notice 10-31.
June 4 – 13, 2010 
USCG Safety Zone Allegheny River Mile 0.2-0.3:
8:00 AM to 8:00 PM (daily) Three Rivers Arts Festival: No River Closure Allegheny River mile marker 0.2-0.3, Display of an inflatable object to be moored along the North Shore not to extend further than 40 feet outward from shore. 

June 5, 2010

Robert C. Byrd Main Chamber Closure Postponed:

The scheduled closure, June 7th, 2010 of the main chamber for R.C.Byrd has been postponed. The ACOE is still working at Belleville L&D.  A meeting to review the Huntington District maintenance schedule for the remainder of 2010 was conducted and the new schedule is now available.

June 5, 2010 - Continued

USCG Safety Zone established as follows:

The coast guard hereby gives notice that the captain of the port Pittsburgh has established a safety zone for the Pittsburgh Pirates fireworks from mile marker 0.4 to mile marker 0.6 on the Allegheny River.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the captain of the port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the captain of the port at 412-644-5808.  The safety zone will enter into effect at 9:00 pm until approximately 11:30 pm on Saturday, June 5, 2010.
USCG Special local regulation as follows:

The coast guard hereby gives notice that the captain of the port Pittsburgh has established a special local regulation for the paddle for the point marine event.  Navigation will be restricted from the confluence at point state park (mile marker 0.0) to the eastern end of the USS Requin submarine (mile marker 0.2) extending 800 ft out from the RDB on the Ohio river, to the Mon wharf (mile marker 0.6) extending 100 ft out from the RDB on the Monongahela river, and to fort Duquesne highway bridge (mile marker 0.2) extending the entire width of the river on the Allegheny river.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this regulated area unless specifically authorized by the captain of the port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the captain of the port at 412-670-4288.  The special local regulation will enter into effect at 10:30 am until approximately 2:30 pm on Saturday, June 5, 2010, with a rain date of June 12, 2010 from 10:30 am to 2:30 pm.
June 7, 2010

Lock 3 Mon River Closure:

Lock 3 Mon River was closed to navigation to repair a hydraulic line.  Estimated closure time was approximately 3 to 4 hours.  Lock was reopened within an hour and a half. 

June 16, 2010 
Pike Island Lock & Dam Ohio River Mile 84.2:

Slight delay in lockage to bring a new stand by generator on line.  This will improve our capabilities to operate during a power outage.  

June 23, 2010

Severe Thunderstorm/High Wind Potential was issued:

 Parts of the National Weather Service Pittsburgh Area are under a moderate risk of severe thunderstorms this afternoon, tonight and into early tomorrow morning.  This hazardous weather outlook is for East Central Ohio, Southwest Pennsylvania, Northern West Virginia and the Northern panhandle of West Virginia.  Moderate risk means that the potential for severe thunderstorms rises significantly.  The primary severe threat will be as follows:  Strong damaging winds with gusts up to 74 mph, Frequent lighting, large hail – 1” or greater, repeated heavy down pours with localized flash flooding, Tornado possibilities.  
Navigation will be difficult as these storms pass.  Please use extreme caution while navigating the Upper Ohio Valley Rivers and be cognizant of rapidly changing conditions.  Please take all necessary precautions to ensure the safety of all personnel, that all fleets are properly secured, and vessels/tows are suitable for the expected operating conditions.

June 28, 2010
Notice to Navigation Interests was issued as follows:
C&C Marine Crane Services Division will construct 6 pipe clusters to hold barges off the riverbank at the C & C Wellsburg Facility, located along the Ohio River, Left Bank, approximate Mile 75.0, near Wellsburg, Brooke County, West Virginia.  Please refer to Notice to Navigation Interest 10-20
Ohio River Mile 84.2 - Order of Lockage:

An incident occurred between two commercial vessels questioning the order of lockage at Pike Island Lock & Dam.  The situation was brought to the Navigation Committee’s attention.  Based on the details provided, The Navigation Committee supports the Lock Operations decision.  

June 29, 2010
Monongahela River Mile 32. 4:

Amherst/Madison will begin installing a new pipeline river crossing at Mile 32.4 on the Monongahela River on Tuesday, June 29th.  Minor delays to navigation are expected on this date, however, it is anticipated that the pipeline will begin extending the crossing into the navigation channel on Wednesday, June 30th.  The river will be temporarily closed to traffic while work is completed near/in the channel.  It is requested that traffic in the area on June 29th and 30th contact the M/V Florence T on channels 13 or 16 prior to approaching the job site to determine the status of the river.  All efforts will be made to reduce delays to traffic. USACE Notice to Navigation No. 10-17 was issued May 19th relating to this project (please see attached); however, the specific date of the closure was unknown at that time.   

July 2, 2010
USCG Safety Advisory issued as follows:

Monongahela River Mile 32 to 33:

The United States Coast Guard Captain of the Port has issued this safety advisory due to shoaling in the vicinity of mile marker 32 to mile marker 33 on the Monongahela River.  Vessels and barges with a draft greater than 9 feet should avoid transiting this area.  All other vessels should exercise caution when transiting this area.

Please be advised Amherst/Madison is currently dredging the area of Monongahela River Mile 32 - 33 to accommodate navigation without the restriction.  Dredging is anticipated to be completed later this afternoon. 

 Please be advised, dredging has been completed at mile marker 32 - 33 Monongahela River.  Please favor left descending bank for 9'+ drafts.  Please use extreme caution while navigating this portion of the river.
July 3, 2010
USCG Safety Zone established as follows:

Allegheny River Mile 0.05 to 0.4:

The Coast Guard has established a temporary safety zone for Pittsburgh Three Rivers Regatta Powerboat Races on the Allegheny River from mile marker 0.05 (the Pump house on the Point) to mile marker 0.4 (the 6th Street Bridge), extending the entire width of the river from 13:00 until 1500, 1530 to 1730, and 1800 to 1900.  There will be brief breaks from approximately 1500 until 1530, and 1730 until 1800 for marine traffic to pass through the area (no docking).

Allegheny River Mile 0.4 to 0.6:

The Coast Guard hereby gives notice that the captain of the port Pittsburgh has established a safety zone for the Pittsburgh Pirates fireworks from mile marker 0.4 to mile marker 0.6 on the Allegheny River.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the captain of the port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the captain of the port at 412-644-5808.  The safety zone will enter into effect at 9:00 pm until approximately 11:30 pm on Saturday, July 3, 2010.
July 3, 2010 - Continued
USCG Safety Advisory issued as follows:

Ohio River In The Vicinity of Mile 43.1:

The United States Coast Guard Captain of the Port has issued this safety advisory due to shore fireworks in the vicinity of mile 43.1 Ohio River 330 feet out from the left descending bank from 2200 to approximately 2230.  All vessels should exercise caution when transiting this area. All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the captain of the port at 412-644-5808.
July 4, 2010
USCG Safety Zone established as follows:

Ohio River Mile 73.5 to 74.5:

The Coast Guard hereby gives notice that the captain of the port Pittsburgh has established a safety zone for the Wellsburg 4th of July fireworks from mile marker 73.5 to mile marker 74.5 on the Ohio River extending 330 feet from the left descending bank.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the captain of the port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the captain of the port at 412-644-5808.  The safety zone will enter into effect at 9:00 pm until approximately 11:00 pm on Sunday, July 4, 2010.

Monongahela River Mile 31.9 to 32.1:

The Coast Guard hereby gives notice that the captain of the port Pittsburgh has established a safety zone for the Monongahela fireworks from mile marker 31.9 to mile marker 32.1 on the Monongahela River extending 200 feet from the left descending bank.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the captain of the port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the captain of the port at 412-644-5808.  The safety zone will enter into effect at 9:30 pm until approximately 10:15 pm on Sunday, July 4, 2010.

Allegheny River Mile 0.05 to 0.4:

The Coast Guard has established a temporary safety zone for the Pittsburgh Three Rivers Regatta Powerboat Races on the Allegheny River from mile marker 0.05 (the Pump house on the Point) to mile marker 0.4 (the 6th Street Bridge), extending the entire width of the river from 1330 until 1500, 1630 until1830, and 1900 until 2000.  There will be brief breaks from approximately 1500 to 1630, 1830 to 1900 for marine traffic to pass through the area (no docking).

Ohio, Monongahela, and Allegheny Rivers Mile .5 Ohio River to .05 Allegheny River and to mile .05 Monongahela River:

The Coast Guard has established a temporary safety zone on the Ohio, Monongahela, and Allegheny Rivers for the Pittsburgh Three Rivers Regatta Fireworks from mile marker 0.5 on the Ohio River (the meeting point of Casino Drive and the Three Rivers Trail) to mile marker 0.05 on the Allegheny River (Pump house, 330 feet from the Point up-river) and to mile marker 0.05 on the Monongahela River (Bathhouse, 330 feet from the Point up-river), extending the entire width of the rivers from 2100 until 2230.

July 5, 2010

Ohio River Closure Mile 848:

COTP issued a closure to ALL COMMERCIAL TRAFFIC at MM 848, OHR due to shoaling at the mouth of the Wabash River, awaiting results of the ACOE survey.  Once we have an idea of the condition of the river, we can modify the closure to allow traffic with restrictions, if possible.

July 6, 2010:

Monongahela River Mile 19.7:

The red buoy at Peter’s creek, Monongahela River Mile 19.7 was found to be missing and was reported to the USCG.

Ohio River – Robert C. Byrd Mile 279.2:

ACOE main chamber closure.  Begin double locking through the small chamber. 
July 11, 2010:
USCG Special Local Regulation established as follows:

The coast guard hereby gives notice that the captain of the port Pittsburgh has established a special local regulation for the 2010 search for Monongy from mile marker 0.0 (point state park) on the Allegheny River to mile marker 0.7 (7th street bridge) extending the entire width of the river.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this regulated area unless specifically authorized by the captain of the port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the captain of the port at 412-644-5808.  The special local regulation will enter into effect at 9:30 am until approximately 2:00 pm on Sunday, July 11, 2010. 
July 13 - 14, 2010:

USCG Safety Zone established as follows:

The coast guard hereby gives notice that the captain of the Port Pittsburgh has established a safety zone for the Pennsylvania turnpike bridge demolition from mile marker 13.7 to mile marker 14.5 on the Allegheny River, extending the entire width of the river.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the Captain of the Port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the Captain of the Port at 412-644-5808.  The safety zone will enter into effect at 6:00 am on July 13, 2010 to 12:00 p.m. on July 14, 2010.

July 14, 2010:

Monongahela River Lock #3 Closure:

The Repair Party is planning an 8 hour shutdown of Lock 3 Monongahela River on Wednesday, 14 July 2010, to replace the upper portions of the hydraulic lines on the middle wall.  Please refer to Notice to Navigation Interests 10-19.

USCG Safety Zone established as follows:

The coast guard hereby gives notice that the captain of the port Pittsburgh has established a safety zone for the Pittsburgh pirate’s fireworks from mile marker 0.4 to mile marker 0.6 on the Allegheny River.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the captain of the port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the captain of the port at 412-644-5808.  The safety zone will enter into effect at 9:00 pm until approximately 11:30 pm on Saturday, July 17, 2010.
July 18, 2010

Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the captain of the port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the coast guard on vhf-fm channel 16 or the captain of the port at 412-644-5808.  The safety zone will enter into effect at 9:15 pm until approximately 10:15 pm on Saturday, July 24, 2010.
August 2, 2010:

Monongahela Lock & Dam #3 River Chamber Closed To Navigation:

Notice is given that the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers' Repair Fleet will be renovating both the upstream and downstream lock gate miter sills in the 56’ x 360’ river lock chamber at Braddock L/D, Monongahela River. The repair work is scheduled to begin at 12:01 AM on August 2, 2010 and will be completed by 11:00 PM on September 3, 2010.  The 56’ x 360’ river lock chamber will be closed to traffic during the scheduled work period. The 110’ x 720’ land lock chamber will remain open to navigation, but there will be intermittent delays to navigation at the beginning and end of this work period.  Please refer to Notice to Navigation Interests 10-21.
