ITEMS OF INTEREST TO NAVIGATION

1. LOCK CLOSURES AND DELAYS 
The small chamber at Braddock L/D will be closed from 6 June 2011 through 24 June 2011.  The Repair Party will be working on valves.  We will be taking this opportunity to install much needed screen bars on the valve intakes, while the Repair Party is on site.  This will require diving operations and will cause frequent closure to the main chamber on the 0800 to 1600 shift on  Monday through Friday.  In order to reduce any backup of tow queues during this closure, if a tow queue backs up on the 0800 to 1600 shift, we will suspend diving operations and commence lockages until the queue has been sufficiently reduced.
The next scheduled Repair Party work, is to dewater the auxiliary chamber at Dashields L/D on the Ohio River.  This work is scheduled from July 5 to July 29, 2011.   The main chamber will remain open and should result in minimum delays to navigation.

WEATHER RECAP

May was fourth consecutive month of above normal precipitation with most areas receiving 4.5 inches of rain or more each month.  Most of the rain in May fell during two periods…1-3 May and 12-15 May.  
The first event primarily affected the northern two-thirds of the region with lesser amounts recorded in the Monongahela River basin.  The second event gradually spread from northwest to southeast. Over the course of the four day period, upwards of 2 .00 inches of resulted in the largest rises of the month on the Ohio River. 

At the Pittsburgh International Airport monthly precipitation was 4.58 inches, which is 0.78 inches above normal. Precipitation for the year was 22.08 inches or 7.03 inches above normal. In May temperature averaged 2.9 degree/day above normal. 

For the first 6 days of June temperatures averaged 3.8 degrees above normal.  Precipitation was a trace which is 0.78 of an inch below normal.  Rainfall for the year was 22.08 inches since January 1st, which is 6.25 inches above normal.

RIVER FLOWS 

The 1-3 May rain event produced rises of 2-3 feet on the Allegheny River and 2-4 feet in the Beaver River basin causing a rise of 3-4 feet on the Ohio River. The 12-15 May rain event produced rises first on the Beaver and Allegheny Rivers of 2-4 feet. This was followed closely by a rise of 6-10 feet on the Monongahela River. These rises combined to produce rises of 6-11 feet on the Ohio River by 19 May
HIGH WATER POTENTIAL

The high water potential is above normal. Currently flows are 120-150% of normal on the Allegheny River, 50% of normal on the Monongahela River, and 90% of normal on Ohio River.  Rainfall of 2.0 - 2.5 inches in 6-12 hours is needed to bring rivers to bank full.

8-14 Day Outlook…above normal temperature and rainfall.

June Outlook...Above normal temperatures and near normal rainfall.
