USCG Safety Zone:

Ohio River Mile 90.2 to 90.5 (Full river closure):

The Coast Guard hereby gives notice that the Captain of the Port Pittsburgh has established a temporary safety zone for the Wheeling Heritage Port Sternwheel Festival fireworks display from mile marker 90.2 to mile marker 90.5 on the Ohio River, extending from bank to bank.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the Captain of the Port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative. Allegheny River Mile 0.4 to 0.6 (Full river closure):

The Coast Guard hereby gives notice that the Captain of the Port Pittsburgh has established a temporary safety zone for the Pittsburgh Pirates fireworks display from mile marker 0.4 to mile marker 0.6 on the Allegheny River, from bank to bank.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the Captain of the Port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the Coast Guard on VHF-FM Channel 16 or the Captain of the Port at 412-644-5808.  The safety zone will enter into effect at 9:00pm until 11:30 pm on Saturday, September 29, 2012.

USCG Safety Zone:

Ohio River Mile 0.0 to 0.1 (Partial river closure):

The Coast Guard hereby gives notice that the Captain of the Port Pittsburgh has established a temporary safety zone for the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society Light the Night Walk fireworks display from mile marker 0.0 to mile marker 0.1 on the Ohio River, extending 300 feet from the right descending bank.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this safety zone unless specifically authorized by the Captain of the Port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the Coast Guard on VHF-FM Channel 16 or the Captain of the Port at 412-644-5808.  The safety zone will enter into effect at 8:00pm until 9:45 pm on Thursday, October 4, 2012.

October 6, 2012
USCG Special Local Regulation:

Allegheny River Mile 0.0 to 3.3 (Full river closure):

The Coast Guard hereby gives notice that the Captain of the Port Pittsburgh has established a temporary special local regulation for the Head of the Ohio Regatta from mile marker 0.0 to mile marker 3.3 on the Allegheny River, from bank to bank.  Persons and vessels shall not enter into, depart from, or move within this regulated area unless specifically authorized by the Captain of the Port Pittsburgh or his authorized representative.  All concerned traffic can contact the Coast Guard on VHF-FM Channel 16 or the Captain of the Port at 412-644-5808.  The special local regulation will enter into effect at 5:30 am until 6:00 pm, with brief openings for recreational traffic throughout the day, on Saturday, October 6, 2012.
