1. LOCK CLOSURES AND DELAYS 
·  Hannibal L/D, Ohio River, The Repair Party completed the first part of the two-part scheduled maintenance at Montgomery Locks and Dam on the Ohio River at 2300 on 13 June. 2013.  The Fleet arrived at Hannibal Locks and Dam on 16 June 2013 to begin emergency repairs to the main lock chamber necessitated by a navigation accident involving a barge allided with the URW lock gate.  It is anticipated that the repairs at Hannibal will be completed on or about 19 July 2013, during the repair period the main lock chamber will remain closed and the auxiliary lock chamber will experience intermittent closures of up to four hours during which no traffic will pass through either chamber

· Montgomery L/D, Ohio River, the second part of the scheduled maintenance at Montgomery, repair of main chamber lock gates, scheduled for July 1-12 has been canceled so that emergency repairs can be made and the main lock chamber at Hannibal can be reopened.  It is unknown at this time when the remainder of the maintenance at Montgomery can or will be scheduled.
